We have also recently incorporated a new drainage system on the 8" tee box
to assist in dealing with the wetness in that area.

Next, we will be addressing the steps on the 8" tee box and replacing them
with the same design as on the 3.

A few of our staff recently attended a workshop in George, where they were
given a better understanding of the game of golf itself as well as golf
etiquette. We encourage all of our staff members to attend as many courses
as possible to further their education and knowledge of the industry.

This winter we will again be increasing the verti-cutting and dusting on the
greens which helps to remove the thatch that has built up over the season and
in so doing creates a better putting surface.
